1. To qualify for the event the annual cost of a 60 -minute lesson must exceed the parents' ad-
justed gross income by 5%. MusicLink students are automatically eligible. Extraordinary ex-
penses (i.e. medical expenses - NOT family vacations) or catastrophic events (i.e. loss of job)

may allow a student to qualify even if the family's income exceeds the basic qualifying limit.

2. Applicants should send the Parents' Form, Financial Application and requested financial
documents directly to the chair. All documents are strictly confidential and for competition use
only.  Any discussion among committee members precludes disclosing the names of students,
parents, or teachers nor will any information on the application will be shared with applicants'
teachers.
